For Renewal of License 
Submit the top portion of this application and a 1"X 1" color photograph.  Print your name on the back of the photograph. 
Submit application renewal fee.  If the renewal application fee is not received in this office by the due date, include a $15.00 late fee in 
addition to the renewal fee. 
 
Training Course Certificates 
Your Illinois approved lead training course certificate expires three years from the training course exam date. 
If your Illinois approved lead training course certificate is less than (3) three years old from the training course exam 
date, we will process the renewal application and issue the license.   
If your Illinois approved lead training course certificate is more than (3) three years old, but less than four years old 
from the training course exam date, you need to take an Illinois approved one day  (8 hr.) lead refresher course and 
submit a copy of the certificate.   
If your Illinois approved lead training course certificate is more than four years old from the training course exam 
date, you will need to complete an Illinois approved lead initial course and submit a copy of the certificate.  
 

Failure to provide all the requested information may result in administrative action to deny the Lead License.
